 Homes.  My first home was an apartment in a housing project in Worcester (Wisstah) Massachusetts. 
Before I was 3, my parents bought a house in Utica, New York, in the Mohawk Valley and stayed there. Utica 
has been my “home” where I grew up. 
 Since then I lived in an apartment, three USAF barracks, two college dorms at St. Vincent College, a 
six story monastery, two priories (small monasteries), and three rectories. 
 It’s hard to say what home is now. I always think Utica is my home – but my youngest brother bought 
the house! Likewise, Saint Vincent Archabbey is my PERMANENT home, in other words, “I know where I 
will be planted one day.” (St. Vincent  Cemetery). 
 This time of life I am making St. Nicholas rectory “my home”. I don’t own it… does it own me? 
Regardless for a single person I couldn’t be happier with what St Nicholas parishioners have provided. 
 Quizzically, our seniors in the most senior times of their lives... when they are dying, often say, “I want 
to go home”.  Sound mind or in a dream like state they mean their dwelling place in the afterlife, a soothing 
thought at a sad time. 
 Home can be discovered, ironically, when we are away from home. When I first left overseas to 
Germany, I was surprised by my home-sickness.  I experienced separation from home, family, N.Y. State, my 
country and the only soil stood on. With aching heart I was not ready for that. At 30,000 feet in the sky, I 
looked down at the Atlantic through a small round window. Feeling forlorn, I threw my head back with this 
realization as if God said, “you didn’t leave me behind.” God is right! (you knew that) and in the most amazing 
way, at the Eucharist, don’t we all feel at home? Now, and for all ages to come. Amen.
